General Description

SensoMAG MCP50 IP67 is a manual call point, designed for
outdoor installations and IP67 environments*.

The call point is equipped also with a protective transparent
cover for avoiding of fault or accidental activation.

* The declared IP67 is achieved only when using IP67 rated

cable glands!

Working Principle

In stand-by mode, the resettable (flexible) call point element
is in a middle position. The call point is powered off and the
LED is off.

When pressed on, the resettable element is moving down
and a color strip is shown on at its upper side. The call point
is powered on and the LED is on - this is a “Fire alarm”
condition.

The resetting of the flexible element back in stand-by mode
is done with the special key tool - fix the long side of the tool
at the call point bottom side and push up until flexible
element moves up in middle position (a click is heard).

Testing the Call Point Operation

Isolate the fire alarm system before testing. Use the special
tool to test the call point operation function ability - insert the
tool in the “Test” hole and push up to test. The tool moves
the flexible element up and thus operates the call point. The
LED will light up while the call point is in test mode.
